Our aim is to raise sufficient money to offer a free can of beer to every Serviceperson who flies back from Afghanistan aboard one of our TriStar aircraft. Our secondary aim, if sufficient funds are available, is to offer donations to buy beer for homecoming parties once personnel arrive back in the UK. 
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As the fund is run by members of 216 Squadron in their spare time, we have no overheads and guarantee that every penny donated is put towards buying a tired hero a beer as they fly out of harm’s way and return home to their loved ones.
